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Organ Appeal—Programme of Events

The organisers of the organ appeal fund, as
well as instigating the “sponsor a pipe”
campaign (see page 3) have planned a series
of events to raise money for the appeal.

Two events have already been held, though
the English weather was against us on both
occasions!

On Sunday, June 12th cream teas were
served in church. The event was to have
been on the new village hall field but the
inclement weather drove us indoors. The
cream teas, raffle, and sale of plants,
preserves and gifts still raised £232.50.

On a rain-sodden Saturday, 16th July 14
brave souls attempted a treasure hunt route
around Romney Marsh. Once again, the
planned BBQ on the new village field had to
be moved indoors - this time to a vacant corn
store at Beechcroft Farm. The organ fund
organisers are immensely grateful to Sinden
& Cole for the use of the barn at short notice
and to Tim Cole for the use of his BBQ. The
treasure hunt, BBQ and raffle raised £92.60.

To date, a mixture of fund-raising through
these events, the “sponsor a pipe” campaign
and donations to the appeal have brought the
total in the fund to £1,738.80, a little over a
third of the way to our £5,000 target. We
still have some way to go however. So if you
would like to sponsor a pipe for the new oboe
stop, please complete the form on page 3.
