The organisers also had a stall selling
homemade Christmas cakes, puddings and
sweets, and a variety of handmade
Christmas decorations and gifts. The
evening raised £295 and Dean, Shawn and
Andrew would like to thank everyone
involved in making the evening a success:
The stall holders, the volunteers and the
camera club and, most of all, everyone who
came along and supported us so generously.
The total raised since May is an impressive
£4,060.
